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National Alliance Hails First Ever
Committee Vote on Filipino
Veterans Equity legislation;
Reaffirms Commitment for Full
Equity for Filipino Veterans

Washington , DC- The Senate Veterans Affairs Committee took
an historic vote today in a markup on the Filipino Veterans Equity
legislation. For the first time in the 14 years the bill has been
introduced in the Congress, Equity legislation has been voted out
of committee. The bill now moves to the floor, with a new
number: S. 1315.

The bill, as voted upon by the Committee, contains key
provisions that directly affect Filipino World War Il veterans who
have been fighting for 61 years to restore U.S. veterans status,
which was taken away from them by the 1946 Rescission

Act. The legislation approved by the Committee:

1) Restore full veteran status to Filipino World War Il veterans
who lost this status under the Rescission Acts of 1946.

2) Permit Filipino World War Il veterans and survivors living in
the United States to receive pension and death pension paid at
the same rate and under the same conditions as other United
States veterans.

3) Provide Filipino World War Il veterans living in the Philippines
a special pension and death pension which does not require
documentation of income, assets and medical expenses. They
would receive $300 per month from the U. S. government, plus
any money paid by the Philippine government which is currently
$100 for a total of $400 if the Philippine government repeals
the law prohibiting veterans from receiving both payments the
United States and the Philippines.

"While the National Alliance for Filipino Veterans Equity (NAFVE)
hails this historic vote, we are simultaneously continuing to push
for FULL EQUITY so that Filipino veterans are treated as equals
to the U.S. veterans with whom they served," said Jon Melegrito,
NAFVE Co-Chair. "As passed by the Senate Veterans Affairs
Committee, S. 1315 falls short of treating all the Filipino
veterans equally as the U.S. veterans with whom they stood
shoulder to shoulder on the field of battle."

"We are grateful for the tireless efforts of our champions in
Congress- Senator Akaka (D-HI) and Senator Inouye (D-Hl), as
well as our cosponsors who fought for this bill in the Veterans
Affairs Committee, Senator Murray (D-WA), Senator Sherrod
Brown (D-OH) and Senator Barack Obama (D-IL)," said Lillian
Galedo, NAFVE Co-Chair. "Our work is far from over- with this
historic victory under our belts, we move to the House, where we
will continue to work for FULL EQUITY for our Filipino veterans.
We hope the House will correct the final inequity, by treating all
Filipino WWII veterans equally, and that this is the version that
prevails in the end."

NAFVE anticipates rapid action in the House on the Filipino
Veterans Equity Act (HR. 760) under the leadership of Speaker
Nancy Pelosi (D-CA), Chairman Bob Filner (D-CA), Congressional
Asian Pacific American Caucus Chair Mike Honda (D-CA), and
Darrell Issa (R-CA).
